ARTICLE 1. SERVICES OF CONSULTANT

Consultant shall provide, or cause to be provided, the services set forth herein
and in Exhibit A - “Scope of Services.”

ARTICLE 2. CLIENT'S RESPONSIBILITIES

Client shall pay Consultant as set forth in Exhibit B — “Payments to Consultant
for Services and Reimbursable Expenses.”

Client shall provide Consuftant with all criteriz and full information as to
Client's requirements for the Project.

Client shall furnish to Consultant all Project reiated information and dats as is
reasonably required to enable Consuitant to complete its Scope of Services.

If the Scope of Services includes Engineering or Surveying services on a
specific property {subject property), Client shall fumish to Consultant a copy of
a current titte commitment. If no current titie commitment is available for
subject property, Client shall furnish Consultant a complete title search to
include, but not limited to, the following items: (1) Deeds of record for subject
property and &ll adjoining properties; (2) any book and pages listed on the
deeds; (3) existing easements affecting subject property; (4) Right-of-way
deeds affecting subject property; (5) City or County ordinances affecting
subject properly; (6) previous Minor Subdivisions and/or Administrative
Subdivisions affecting subject property; and (7) any relinquishment or vacation
documents affecting subject property. Physical copies of the above mentioned
documents are required.

Client shall be responsible for, and Consuttant may rely upon, the accuracy
and completeness of all requirements, programs, instructions, reports, data,
and other information fumished by Client to Consultant pursuant to this
Agreement. Consullant may use such requirements, programs, instructions,
reports, data, and information in performing or furnishing services under this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 3. SCHEDULE FOR RENDERING SERVICES

Consultant shail begin rendering services upon the full execution of this
Agreement by Client and Consuitant and upon Consullant's receipt of any
refainesr amounts set forth in Exhibit B. Consultant shall complete its
obtigations with due diligence and in a reasonably timely manner. Any specific
periods of time for rendering services or specific dates by which services are
1o be completed are provided in Exhibit A, and are hereby agreed to be

reasonabile.

Client shall make decisions and camy out its other responsibilities in a timely
manner so as not to delay the Consultant's performance of its services. I[f
Client authorizes changes in the scope, extent, or character of the Project,
then the time for completion of Consultant's services, and the rates ang
amounts of Consultant's compensation, shall be adjusted equitably.

If, through no fauit of Consultant, such periods of time or dates are changsd,
or the orderly and continuous progress of Consuitant's services is impaired, or
Consultant's services are delayed or suspended, then the time for compietion
of Consultant's services, and the rales and amounts of Consultant's
compensation, shall be adjusted equitabiy.

ARTICLE 4. INVOICES AND PAYMENTS

Any refainer amounts specified in Exhibit B will be applied to the final
invoice(s) on the Project and will not reduce interest charges on overdue

payments.

Consuitant shall prepare monthly invoices in accordance with ils standard
invoicing practices and the terms of Exhibit B. Invoices are due upon Client's

receipt

Payments received on the Project will be credited first to any interest owed 10
Consultant and then to principa! starting with the ofdest invoice.

If Client fails to make any payment due Consuftant for services and expenses
within 30 days of receipt of Consultant's invoice, then: (1) amounts due
Consultant will be increased at the rate of 1.5% per month {or the maximum
rate of interest permitted by law, if less) from said thirtieth day, and (2)
Consuttant may suspend services under this Agreement until Client has paid
in full alt amounts due for services, expenses, and other related charges.
Client waives any and all claims against Consuftant for any such suspension.

Consultant’s fees are in no way contingent upon the Client obtaining funding
or receiving his fee from another source.

If Ctient contests an invoice in writing, Client may withhold only that portion so
contested, and must pay the undisputed portion.

ARTICLE 5. OPINIONS OF COST

5.1 Opinions of Probable Construction Cost:

The services, if any, of Consultant with respect to Opinions of Probable
Construction Cost are 10 be made on the basis of Consultant's experience and
qualifications and represent Consultant's best judgment as an experienced
and qualified professional generally familiar with the construction industry.
However, since Consultant has no control over the cost of labar, materiais,
equipment, or services fumished by others, or over contractors' methods of
determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market conditions,
Consultant cannot and does not guarantee that proposals, bids, or actual
Construction Cost will not vary from Opinions of Probable Construction Cost
prepared by Consultant. If Client wishes greater assurance as to probable
Construction Cost, Client shalt employ an independent cost estimator.

5.2 Opinions of Total Project Costs:

The services, if any, of Consultant with respect to Total Project Costs shail be
limited to assisting the Client in collating the various cost categories which
comprise Total Project Costs, Consuttant assumes no responsibility for the
accuracy of any opinions of Total Project Costs.

ARTICLE 6. GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

6.1 Standards of Performance:

The standard of care for all professional engineering and related services
performed or fumished by Consultant under this Agreement will be the care
and skill ordinarily used by members of the subject profession practicing
under similar circumstances at the same time and in the same locality.
Consultant makes no warranties, express or implied, under this Agreement or
otherwise, in connection with Consultant's services.

Consuitant may employ such Sub-Consuftants &s Consultant deems
necessary to assist in the performance or furnishing of the services.

Subject to the standard of care described above, Consuliant and its Sub-
Consultants may use or rely upon design elements and information ordinarily
or customarily furnished by others, including, but not limited to, specialty
contractors, manufacturers, suppliers, and the publishers of technical
standards.

Consultant and Client shall comply with applicable Laws and Regulations and
Client-mandated standards that Client has provided to Consultant in writing.
This Agreement is based on these requirements as of its Effective Date.
Changes to these requirements after the Effective Date of this Agreement may
be the basis for modifications to Client's responsibilities or to Consultant's
scops of services, times of performance, and compensation.

Consultant shall not be required 1o sign any documents. no matter by whom
requested, that would result in the Consultant having to certity, guarantee, or
warrant the existence of conditions whose existence the Consultant cannot
ascertain.  Client agrees not to make resolution of any dispute with the
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Consultant or payment of any amount due to the Consultant in any way
contingent upon the Consultant signing any such documents.

Consultant shall not at any time supervise, direct, or have control over
Contractor’s work, nor shail Consultant have authority over or responsibility for
the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction
selected or used by Contractor, for security or safety at the Site, for safety
precautions and programs incident to the Contractor's work in progress, nor
for any failure of Contractor to comply with Laws and Regulations applicable to
Contractor's furnishing and performing the Work.

Consuitant neither guarantees the performance of any contractor nor assumes
responsibility for any contractor’s failure to fumish and perform the Work for

this Project.

Consultant shall not be responsible for the acts or omissions of any contractor,
subcontractor, or supplier, or of any of their agents or employees or of any
other persons (except Consuitant's own employees and its Sub-Consultants)
at the Site or otherwise furnishing or performing any Work; or for any decision
made on interpretations or clarifications given by Client without consultation
and advice of Consuttant.

6.2 Design Without Construction Phase Services:

If Consultant's Basic Services under this Agreement do not include Project
observation, or review of the Contractor's performance, or any other
Construction Phase services, then: (1) Consultant's services under this
Agreement shall be deemed complete no later than the end of the Bidding or
Negotiating Phase; (2) Consultant shall have no design or shop drawing
review obligations during construction; (3) Client assumes all responsibility for
the application and interpretation of the Contract Documents, contract
administration, consfruction observation and review, and all other necessary
Construction Phase engineering and professional services; and (4) Client
waives any claims against the Consultant that may be connected in any way
thereto,

6.3 Use of Documents:

All Documents are instruments of service in respect to this Project, and
Consultant shall retain an ownership and property interest therein (including
the copyright and the right of reuse at the discretion of the Consultant) whether
or not the Project is completed. No One shall rely in any way on any
Document unless it is hand signed and sealed or digitally signed and certified
by the Consultant or one of its Sub-Consultants.

A party may rely that data or information set forth on paper (also known as
hard copies) that the party receives from the other party by mail, hand
delivery, or facsimile, are the items that the other party intended to send. Files
in electronic media format of text, data, graphics, or other types that are
furished by one party to the other are furnished only for convenience, not
reliance by the receiving party uniess such documents have been digitally
signed and certified by the Consultant. Any conclusion or information obtained
or derived from electronic files that have not been digitally signed and certified
by the Consultant will be at the user's sole risk. If there is a discrepancy
between unsigned or uncertified efectronic files and the hard copies or digitally
signed and certified electronic documents, the hard copies and digitally signed
and certified electronic documents shali govern,

Client may make and retain copies of Documents for information and
reference in connection with use on the Project by Client. Consultant grants
Client a license to use the Documents on the Project, extensions of the
Project, and other projects of Client, subject to the following fimitations: (1)
Client acknowledges that such Documents are not intended or represented to
be suitable for use on the Project uniess completed by Consuitant, or for use
or reuse by Client or others on extensions of the Project or on any other
project without written verification or adaptation by Consuitant; (2) any such
use or reuse, or any modification of the Documents, withoul written
verification, completion, or adaptation by Consultant, as appropriate for the
specific purpose intended, will be at Client's sole risk and without liability or
legal exposure to Consultant or to Consultant's Sub-Consultants; (3) Client
shall indemnify and hold harmless Consultant and Consultant's Sub-
Consuitents from all claims, damages, losses, and expenses, inchiding
attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from any use, reuse, or modification
without written verification, completion, or adaptation by Consultant; (4) such
limited license to Client shall not create any rights In third parties.

6.4 Contractor’s Insurance:

Client shall require Contractor to purchase and maintain general liability and
other insurance in accordance with the requirements of Paragraph 5,04 of the
"Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract,” (No. C 700, 2002
Edition) as prepared by the Engineers Joint Contract Documents Committee
and to cause Consultant and Consultant's Sub-Consultants to be listed as
additional insureds with a waiver of subrogation with respect to such liability
and other insurance purchased and maintained by Contractor for the Project,

A Certificate of Insurance with the above provisions shall be obtained and kept
by the Client.

The limits of liability for the Contractor's insurance shall meet or exceed the
following:

1. Workers’' Compensation: Statutory
2. Employer's Liability —
a. Each Accident: $100,000
b. Disease, Policy Limit: $500,000
c. Disease, Each Employee: $100,000
3. General Liability —
a. Each Occurrence (Bodily injury
and Property Damage): $1,000,000
b. General Aggregate: $2,000,000
4. Automobile Liability —
a. Bodily Injury, Each Accident $1,000,000
b. Property Damage, Each Accident $1,000,000
or
a. Combined Single Limit (Bodily Injury and
Property Damage), Each Accident: $1,000,000

6.5 Suspension:

Suspension By Client. Client may suspend the Project upon seven days
written notice to Consultant.

Suspension By Consultant.

1. If Consuitant’s services are substantially delayed through no fault of
Consufltant, Consuitant may, after giving seven days written notice to Client,
suspend services under this Agreement.

2. If Consultant’s invoices are not paid within 30 days of Client's receipt,
Consultant may suspend services under this Agreement until Consuitant
has been paid in full all accounts due for services and expenses.

6.6 Termination:

Either Consultant or Client may terminate this Agreement upon seven (7) days
written notice to the other party. Neither party shall have any liability to the
other on account of such termination, except that Consuiltant will be entitied to
invoice Client and to receive full payment for all services performed or
furnished and all Reimbursable Expenses incurred through the effective date
of termination. Upon making such payment, Client shall have the limited right
to the use of Documents, at Client's sole risk, subject to the provisions of
Article 6, Section 6.3 — “Use of Documents.” In the event of termination by
Client, Consultant shall be entitied, in addition to invoicing for those items
identified above, to invoice Client and to payment of a reasonable amount for
services and expenses directly attributable to termination, both before and
after the effective date of termination, such as reassignment of personnel,
costs of terminating contracts with Consultant's Sub-Consuitants, and other
related close-out costs, using methods and rates for Additional Services as set
forth in Exhibit B.

6.7 Controlling Law:

This Agreement is to be govemed, construed and enforced in accordance with
the laws of the State of Missouri, without respect to its principles governing
conflicts of law. Unless otherwise mandated by law, venue for any litigation
arising out of this Agreement or the services rendered to Client by Consultant
shall lie exclusively in the Circuit Courts of Greene County, Missouri,

6.8 Successors, Assians, and Beneficiaries:

Client and Consuiltant are hereby bound and the partners, successors,
executors, administrators and legal representatives of Client and Consuitant

Consultant shall provide, or cause to be provided, the services sat forth herein

ARTICLE 2. CLIENT'S RESPONSIBILITIES

Ciient shall pay Consultant as set forth in Exhibit B - “Payments to Consultant
for Services and Reimbursable Expenses.”

Client shail provide Consuitant with all criteria and fuli information as to
Client's requirements for the Project.

Client shall fumish to Consultant alt Project related information and data as is
reasonabiy required to enable Consultant fo complete its Scope of Services.

If the Scope of Services includes Engineering or Surveying services on a
specific property (subject property), Client shall furnish to Consultant a copy of
a current title commitment. f no current title commitment is available for
subject property, Client shall furnish Consuitant a complete litle search to
inciude, but not limited to, the following items: (1) Deeds of record for subject
property and a¥ adjoining properties; (2) any book and pages listed on the
deeds; (3} existing easements affecting subject property; (4) Right-of-way
deeds affecting subject property; (5) City or County ordinances affecting
subject property, (6) previous Minor Subdivisions andior Administrative
Subdivisions affecting subject property; and (7) any relinquishment or vacation
documents affecting subject property. Physical copies of the above mentioned
documents are required.

Ciient shall be responsible for, and Consultant may rely upon, the accuracy
and completeness of all requirements, programs, instructions, reports, data,
and other information fumished by Ciient to Consultant pursuant to this
Agreement. Consuitant may use such requirements, programs, instructions,
reports, data, and information in performing or fumishing services under this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 3. SCHEDULE FOR RENDERING SERVICES

Consultant shall begin rendering services upon the full execution of this
Agreement by Client and Consultant and upon Consultant's receipt of any
retainer amounts set forth in Exhibit B. Consuitant shall complete its
obligations with due diligence and in a reasonably timely manner. Any specific
periods of time for rendering services or specific dates by which services are
to be compieted are provided in Exhibit A, and are hereby agreed to be
reasonable.

Client shall make decisions and camy out its other responsibilities in a timely
manner so as not to delay the Consultant's performance of its services. If
Client authorizes changes in the scope, extent, or character of the Project,

Consultant shall prepare monthty invoices in accordance with its standarg
invoicing practices and the terms of Exhibit B. Invoices are due upon Client's

receipt.

Payments received on the Project will be credited first to any interest owed to
Consuitant and then to principal starting with the oldest invoice.

if Client fails 10 make any payment due Consuitant for services and expenses
within 30 days of receipt of Consultent's invoice, then: (1) amounts due
Consultant will be increased at the rate of 1.5% per month (or the maximum
rate of interest permitted by law, if less) from said thirtieth day; and (2)
Consultant may suspend services under this Agreement until Client has paid
in full all amounts due for services, expenses, and other related charges.
Client waives any and all claims against Consultant for any such suspension.

Consultant's fees are in no way contingent upon the Ciient obtaining funding
or receiving his fee from another source.

if Client contests an invoice in writing, Client may withhold only that portion so
contested, and must pay the undisputed portion.

ARTICLE 5. OPINIONS OF COST

5.1 Opinions of Probable Construction Cost:

The services, if any, of Consuttan! with respect to Opinions of Probable
Construction Cost are to be made on the basis of Consultant's experience and
qualifications and represent Consultant's best judgment as an experienced
and qualified professional generally familiar with the construction industry.
However, since Consultant has no control over the cost of labor, materials,
equipment, or sejvices furnished by others, or over contractors’ methods of
determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market conditions,
Consultant cannot and does not guarantee that proposals, bids, or actual
Construction Cost wili not vary from Opinions of Probable Construction Cost
prepared by Consultant. if Client wishes greater assurance as to probable
Construction Cost, Client shall employ an independent cost estimator.

5.2 Opinions of Total Project Costs:

The services, if any, of Consultant with respect to Total Project Costs shall be
limited to assisting the Client in colfating the various cost categories which
comprise Total Project Costs. Consultant assumes no responsibility for the
accuracy of any opinions of Total Project Costs.

ARTICLE 6. GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS
6.1 Standards of Performance:

The standard of care for ali professional engineenng and related services
performed or funished by Consultant under this Agreement will be the care
and skill ordinarily used by members of the subject profession practicing
under similar circumstances at the same time and in the same locality.
Consultant makes no warranties, express or implied, under this Agreement or
otherwise, in connection with Consultant's services.

Consultant may employ such Sub-Consultanls as Consultant deems
necessary 1o assist in the performance or furnishing of the services.

Subject to the standard of care described above, Consultant and its Sub-
Consultants may use or rely upon design elements and information ordinarily
or customarity furnished by others, including, but not limited to, speciaity
contractors. manufacturers, suppliers, and the publishers of technical
slandards.

Consultant and Client shall comply with applicable Laws and Regulations and
Client-mandated standards that Client has provided to Consultant in writing.
This Agreement is based on these requirements as of its Effective Date.
Changes to these requirements after the Effective Date of this Agreement may
be the basis for modifications to Client's responsibilities or to Consultant's
scope of services, times of performance, and compensation.

Consultant shali not be required to sign any documents, no matter by whom
requested, that would result in the Consuitant having to ceriify, guarantee, or
warrant the existence of conditions whose existence the Consultant cannot
ascertain. Client agrees not to make resolution of any dispute with the
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Consultant or payment of any amount due to the Consuitant in any way
contingent upon the Consultant signing any such documents.

Consutftant shall not at any time supervise, direct, or have control over
Contractor's work, nor shall Consultant have authority over or responsibility for
the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction
selected or used by Contractor, for security or safety at the Site, for safety
precautions and programs incident to the Contractor's work in progress, nor
for any failure of Contractor to compiy with Laws and Regulations applicable to
Contractor’s furnishing and performing the Work.

Consultant neither guarantees the performance of any contractor nor assumes
responsibility for any contractor's failure to furnish and perform the Work for
this Project.

Consultant shall not be responsible for the acts or omissions of any contractor,
subcontractor, or supplier, or of any of their agents or employees or of any
other persons (except Consuitant's own employees and its Sub-Consuitants)
at the Site or otherwise fumishing or performing any Work; or for any decision
made on Interpretations or clarifications given by Client without consultation
and advice of Consultant.

6.2 Design Without Construction Phase Services:

If Consuttant's Basic Services under this Agreement do not include Project
observation, or review of the Contractor's performance, or any other
Construction Phase services, then: (1) Consullant's services under this
Agreement shall be deemed complete no later than the end of the Bidding or
Negotiating Phase: (2) Consultant shall have no design or shop drawing
review obligations during construction; (3) Client assumes all responsibility for
the application and interpretation of the Contract Documents, contract
administration, construction observation and review, and al! other necessary
Construction Phase engineering and professional services; and (4) Client
waives any claims against the Consultant that may be connected in any way
thereto.

6.3 Use of Documents:

All Documents are instruments of service in respect to this Project, and
Consultant shall retain an ownership and property interest therein (including
the copyright and the right of reuse at the discretion of the Consultant) whether
or not the Project is completed. No One shall rely in any way on any
Document uniess it Is hand signed and sealed or digitally signed and certified
by the Consultant or one of its Sub-Consultants.

A party may rely that data or information set forth on paper (also known as
hard copies) that the party receives from the other party by mail, hand
delivery, or facsimile, are the items that the other party intended to send. Files
in electronic media format of text, data, graphics, or other types that are
furnished by one party to the other are furnished only for convenience, not
reliance by the receiving party uniess such documents have been digitally
signed and certified by the Consultant. Any conclusion or information obtained
or derived from electronic files that have not been digitally signed and certified
by the Consuitant will be at the user's sole risk, If there is a discrepancy
between unsigned or uncertified electronic files and the hard copies or digitally
signed and certified electronic documents, the hard copies and digitally signed
and certified electronic documents shall govern,

Client may make and retain copies of Documents for information and
reference in connection with use on the Project by Client. Consullant grants
Client a license to use the Documents on the Project, extensions of the
Project, and other projects of Client, subject to the following limitations: (1)
Client acknowledges that such Documents are not intended or represented to
be suitable for use on the Project unless completed by Consuitant, or for use
or reuse by Client or others on extensions of the Project or on any other
project without written verification or adaptation by Consultant; (2) any such
use or reuse, or any modification of the Documents, without written
verification, completion, or adaptation by Consultant, as appropriate for the
specific purpose intended, will be at Client's sole risk and without liability or
legal exposure to Consultant or to Consultant's Sub-Consultants; (3) Client
shall indemnify and hold harmiess Consuftant and Consultant's Sub-
Consuitants from all claims, damages, losses, and expenses, including
attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from any use, reuse, or modification
without written verification, completion, or adaptation by Consultant; (4) such
limited license to Client shall not create any rights in third parties.

If Consultant at Client's request verifies or adapts the Documents for
extensions of the Project or for any other project, then Client shall compensate

6.4 Contractor’s Insurance:

Client shall require Contractor to purchase and maintain general liability and
other insurance in accordance with the requirements of Paragraph 5.04 of the
“Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract,” (No. C 700, 2002
Edition) as prepared by the Engineers Joint Contract Documents Committee
and {o cause Consultant and Consultant's Sub-Consultants to be listed as
additional insureds with a waiver of subrogation with respect to such llability
and other Insurance purchased and maintained by Contractor for the Project.

A Certificate of Insurance with the above provisions shall be obtained and kept
by the Client.

The limits of liability for the Contractor's insurance shalf meet or exceed the
foliowing:

6.5 Suspension:
Suspension By Client. Client may suspend the Project upon seven days
written notice to Consuitant.
Suspension By Consultant.

1. if Consultant's services are substantially delayed through no fault of
Consuttant, Consultant may, after giving seven days written notice to Client,
suspend services under this Agreement.

2. If Consultant's invoices are not paid within 30 days of Client's receipt,
Consultant may suspend services under this Agreement untit Consultant
has been paid in full all accounts due for services and expenses.

6.6 Termination:

Either Consultant or Client may terminate this Agreement upon seven (7) days
written notice to the other party. Neither party shall have any fiability to the
other on account of such termination, except that Consultant will be entitied to
invoice Client and to receive full payment for all services performed or
furnished and all Reimbursable Expenses incurred through the effective date
of termination. Upon making such payment, Client shall have the limited right
to the use of Documents, at Client's sole risk, subject to the provisions of
Article 6, Section 6.3 — “Use of Documents.” In the event of termination by
Client, Consultant shall be entitled, in addition to invoicing for those items
identified above, to invoice Client and 1o payment of a reasonable amount for
services and expenses directly attributable to termination, both before and
after the effective date of termination, such as reassignment of personnel,
costs of terminating contracts with Consultant’s Sub-Consuitants, and other
related close-out costs, using methods and rates for Additional Services as set
forth in Exhibit B.

6.7 Controlling Law:

This Agreement is to be govemed, construed and enforced in accordance with
the laws of the State of Missouri, without respect to its principles goveming
conflicts of law. Unless otherwise mandated by law, venue for any litigation
arising out of this Agreement or the services rendered to Client by Consuitant
shall lie exclusively in the Circuit Courts of Greene County, Missouri.

6.8 Successors, Assigns, and Beneficiaries:

Client and Consultant are hereby bound and the partners, successors,
executors, administrators and legal representatives of Client and Consultant
(and to the extent permitted by the foliowing paragraph, the assigns of Client
and Consultant} are hereby bound to the other party to this Agreement and to
the partners, successors, executors, administrators and legal representatives
(and said assigns) of such other party, in respect of all covenants,
agreements, and obligations of this Agreement.
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Neither Client nor Consultant may assign, sublet, or transfer any rights under
or interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other, except to
the extent that any assignment, subletting, or transfer is mandated or
restricted by law. Unless specifically stated to the contrary in any written
consent fo an assignment, no assignment will release or discharge the
assignor from any duty or responsibility under this Agreement.

Unless expressly provided otherwise in this Agreement:

1. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create, impose, or give rise
to any duty owed by Client or Consultant to any Contractor, Contractor's
subcontractor, supplier, other individual or entity, or to any surety for or
employee of any of them.

2. All duties and responsibilities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement will be
for the sole and exclusive benefit of Client and Consultant and not for the
benefit of any other party.

6.9 Dispute Resolution;

Client and Consultant agree to negotiate all disputes between them in good
faith for a period of 30 days. If the parties fail to resolve a dispute through
these negotiations, then the parties may exercise their rights under law.

In the event it is necessary for Consultant to refer a dispute with Client to an
attorney, then in addition to all payments and accrued interest owed under this
Agreement, Client shall also be liable for Consultant's reasonabie costs,
expenses and attomeys’ fees incurred therein.

6.10 Indemnification, Allocation of Risks, and Walver:

Contractor ~ An individual or entity with whom Client enters into a construction
agreement to perform all or a portion of the Work.

Construction Cost - The cost to Client of those portions of the entire Project
designed or specified by Consultant. Construction Cost does not include costs
of services of Consultant or other design professionals and consultants, cost
of land or rights-of-way, or compensation for damages to properties, or Client’s
costs for legal, accounting, insurance counseling or auditing services, or
interest and financing charges incurred in connection with the Project, or the
cost of other services o be provided by others to Client. Construction Cosl is
one of the items comprising Total Project Costs.

Sub-Consuitants - individuals or entities having a contract with Consultant to
fumish services with respect to this Project as Consultant's independent
professional associates. sub-consultants, subcontractors, or vendors.

Contract Documents — Documents that establish the rights and obligations of the
parties engaged in construction and include the construction agreement between
Client and Contracior, addenda (which pertain to the Contract Documents),
Contractor's bid (including documentation accompanying the bid and any post
bid documentation submitted prior to the notice of award) when attached as an
exhibit to the construction agreement, the notice to proceed, the bonds,
appropriate certifications, the general conditions, the supplementary conditions,
the Specifications and the Drawings as the same are more specifically identified
in the Construction Agreement, together with all written amendments, change
orders, work change directives, field orders and Consultant's written
interpretations and clarifications issued on or after the effective sate of the
construction agreement.

B.1 Compensation For Basic Services — Lump Sum Method of Payment

Client shall pay Consultant for Basic Services set forth in Exhibit A as
follows: A Lump Sum amount of $_15.000 for Design & Construction
Services. A retainer is not required for the Consultant to initiate
services.

1. The Lump Sum includes compensation for Consultant's services and
services of Consultant's Sub-Consultants, if any.

8.3 Compensation For Additional Services — Standard Hourly Rates
Method of Payment

Client shall pay Consultant for Additional Services, if any, as follows:

1. For services of Consultant's employees engaged directly on the Project
not specifically described as Basic Services in Exhibit A, an amount equal
to the cumulative hours charged fo the Project by each class of
Consultant's employees times Standard Houry Rates for each
applicable billing class for all Additional Services performed on the
Project, plus related Reimbursable Expenses and Consultant's Sub-
Consultant’s charges, if any.

2. Forthose Reimbursable Expenses that are not specifically accounted for
in the compensation for Basic Services in Exhibit A and are directly
related to the provision of Additional Services, Client shall pay Consultant
for said reimbursable expense.

B.4 Other Provisions Concerning Payment

1. Whenever Consuitant is entitled to compensation for the charges of
Consultant’s Sub-Consultants, those charges shall be the amounts billed
by Consuitant's Sub-Consultants to Consultant times a factor of 1.1.

reproduction of reports, Drawings, Specifications, Bidding Documents,

and similar Project-related items in addition to those required under
Exhibit A; and, if authorized in advance by Client, overtime work requiring
higher than regular rates. In addition, if authorized in advance by Client,
Reimbursable Expenses will also include expenses Incumed for
computer time and the use of other highly specialized equipment.

The amounts payable to Consultant for Reimbursable Expenses, if any,
will be the Additional Services-related internal expenses actually
incurred or allocated by Consultant, plus all invoiced external
Reimbursable Expenses allocable to such Additional Services, the latter
muttiplied by a factor of 1.1.
