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Sponsor Advertising Agreement

This Sponsor Advertising Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this 18th day of 
October, 2022, by and between the Cass County Health Department (“Sponsor”) and the 
Harrisonville Cass R-IX School District (“District”). 
 
     WHEREAS, the District maintains gymnasiums and athletic fields (“Venues)”, which are 
used by athletic teams and others for athletic events, games, and practices;

WHEREAS, the District maintains a scoreboard at the Venues and has authorized the 
placement of advertising space on or around the scoreboard displaying advertisements of 
businesses that have elected to support the District; and 
 
     WHEREAS, Sponsor has elected to support the District and Sponsor desires to contract for 
the display of an advertisement on or around the scoreboards at the Venues.
 
     NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which 
are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Grant of Advertising and promotional rights.  Subject to the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement, the District grants advertising and promotional rights to Sponsor, as 
stipulated in Exhibit A to this Agreement.
 

2. Term.  The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year, beginning on 
July 1, 2022 and continuing until June 30, 2023.  Following the initial term, the parties 
may extend the term of this Agreement by mutual written agreement.  If the parties 
cannot agree upon the terms of the extended Agreement within 30 days following the 
expiration of this Agreement, the District may lease the advertising space set forth in 
Exhibit A to another party.   
 

3. Payment.  The fee for the advertising and promotional rights during the term of this 
Agreement is $1,200.  Payment for advertising and promotional rights will be made by 
November 1, 2022.  

4. Display Preparation and Maintenance.  The District shall be responsible for preparation 
of the Display in accordance with the design agreed upon by the District and Sponsor.  
The District also shall be responsible for installing and/or displaying the Display on the 
scoreboards.  The costs for such preparation and installation are included in the payments 
listed in paragraph 3. 
 
Sponsor shall be responsible for obtaining, at Sponsor’s expense, all drawings, 
illustrations and art work which are necessary for preparation of the Display.  Sponsor 
shall be permitted to edit its Display twice each year during the term of this Agreement.  
However, the new design, layout and content must first be agreed upon between the 
District and Sponsor and all costs and expenses necessary or incidental thereto, including 
preparation and installation costs, shall be borne by Sponsor.
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Sponsor understands that there will be no security or protection provided by the District 
with respect to the Display, and that the Display may be subject to vandalism, 
defacement, and/or other forms of damage from any number of different causes.  The 
District shall maintain the Display in reasonable condition during the term of this 
Agreement.   
 
During the term of this Agreement and thereafter, the Display shall be and remain the 
property of the District. 
 

5. Copyright and Trademarks.  All advertising copy, including logos or label designs and 
product identification of Sponsor shall be and remain the property of Sponsor.  Sponsor 
hereby represents and warrants to the District that the Display will not violate any 
copyright, trademark, trade name, service mark or other right of any person or entity; and 
Sponsor shall indemnify the District from any loss, cost or expenses arising from the 
breach of this representation or warranty.  
 

6. Competitors and Others.  Sponsor understands and agrees that District is not in any way 
restricted by this Agreement from granting advertising rights to others, including 
competitors of Sponsor, as may be determined by the District, in its sole discretion.  The 
location and content of all such advertising of others shall be determined solely by the 
District.  The District makes no guarantees regarding the visibility of the Display from 
outside the Venues.   
 
The District further does not guarantee the visibility of the Display from within the 
Venues when the scoreboards and/or Venue lights are turned off.
 

7. Default.  Should either party breach any of the covenants or provisions of this 
Agreement, such party shall be considered in default under the terms of this Agreement.  
In such case, the non-defaulting party shall provide written notice to the defaulting party 
detailing the default and granting the defaulting party fifteen (15) days to remedy the 
default.  Should the defaulting party remedy the default within the specified time limits, 
the party shall not be considered in default under the terms of the Agreement and this 
Agreement will remain in full force and effect.  Should the defaulting party fail to remedy 
the default within the specified time period, this Agreement shall be immediately 
terminated.  
 

8. Right to Terminate.  The District may at any time terminate this Agreement, without 
cause, upon thirty (30) days’ prior written notice.  Should Sponsor go out of business 
during the term of this Agreement, the Agreement is immediately terminated and the 
District shall have the right to lease the Sign space to another vendor.  Should the District 
find itself in the position to discontinue athletic operations at the Venues as a result in a 
shortfall in state or other funding, this Agreement shall immediately terminate.  
 

9. Notices.  
 

a. All notices sent to District must be in writing and (i) hand delivered, (ii) sent 
by first class mail postage prepaid, or (iii) sent by overnight delivery service, 
to:

b. All notices sent to Sponsor must be in writing and (i) hand delivered, (ii) sent 
by first class mail postage prepaid, or (iii) sent by overnight delivery service, 
to:

c. For purposes of this Section, the date of delivery shall be considered the date 
upon which the notice was received by the party.  In the case of notice sent by 
first class mail, delivery will be considered to be the third (3rd) day after the 
date of postmark.  

 
10. Liability and Indemnification.  This Agreement is made upon the express condition that 

the District is to be free from all liability and claim for damages by reason of any injury 
to Sponsor or Sponsor’s agents, employees, customers, and any and all other persons, or 
damage to property of any kind whatsoever and to whomsoever belonging, including 
goods, wares and merchandise of Sponsor or third persons, from any cause or causes 
whatsoever in any way connected with or arising out of this Agreement at any time.  
 

11. Sovereign Immunity.  Nothing in this Agreement shall constitute any waiver of the 
District’s or Sponsor’s sovereign immunity pursuant to Missouri law, including but not 
limited to Section 537.600, et seq., of the Missouri Revised Statutes. 
 

12. Assignment.  This Agreement may not be assigned by the Sponsor without the prior 
written consent of District.  Sponsor may not delegate the Sponsor’s duties under this 
Agreement to another without District’s prior written consent.   
 

13. Entire Agreement.  This Agreement sets forth the entire agreement and understanding of 
the parties with respect to the subject matter hereto and supersedes all oral and written 
agreements and understandings relating thereto.  No representation, promise, inducement 
or statement of intention has been made by either party which is not set forth in this 
Agreement, and neither shall be bound by or liable for any alleged representation, 
promise, inducement or statement of intention not so set forth.  No waiver, alteration, 
modification, or cancellation of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be binding 
unless made in writing and signed by both parties.  
 

14. Severability.  Whenever possible, each provision of this Agreement and any related 
documents shall be interpreted in such a manner as to be valid under Missouri law.  If any 
of the foregoing provisions are deemed to be invalid or prohibited under applicable law, 
such provisions shall be ineffective to the extent of such invalidity or prohibition, without 
invalidating the remainder of such provision or the remaining provisions of this 
Agreement.   
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15. Governing Law and Venue.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 

accordance with the laws of the state of Missouri.  The parties agree that venue of any 
dispute affecting this Agreement shall be in Cass County, Missouri.
