JAIL VENDING SERVICE AGREEMENT
AMENDMENT

THIS AMENDMENT (“Amendment”) is attached to a made part of that certain Jail Vending
Service Agreement, executed on or about April 30, 2020 (“Agreement”), by and between Cass
County, in the state of Missouri (“Facility”), and T.W. Vending Inc., d/b/a TurnKey Corrections
(“Provider”).

WHEREAS, the Facility desires to amend the Agreement in order to extend the term, upgrade
equipment and add handheld Hub Devices.

NOW, THEREFORE, for the good and valuable consideration detailed below, the parties agree
that the Agreement is modified as follows:

1. Extension of Term. Except as otherwise provided herein, the Parties agree that the term of
this Agreement shall be extended for a period of four (4) years (“Term Extension”). This
Agreement shall automatically renew on the anniversary of the Term Extension for successive
three-year terms, provided that, beginning in the final year of the Extension Term, either Party
may terminate this Agreement for any reason by delivery of written notice to the other Party not
less than 60 days prior to the termination date.

(b) During the Extended Term and any renewal thereof, Facility grants Provider the right
to be the sole and exclusive provider of all of the services which Provider is capable of
delivering, regardless of the package of services chosen for delivery by the Facility.

2. Equipment Upgrades. Provider will install, at a minimum, the following Equipment, all as
described in the Agreement: 2 Lobby Kiosks, 1 Booking/Release Kiosk, 4 Lobby Visit/Video Visit
Kiosks, 20 Inmate Kiosks, and at least 80 inmate handheld devices (“Hub® Devices”). The final
amount of Equipment installed will be mutually agreed and determined between the parties hereto.
Provider will inspect and replace any and all Equipment to ensure inmate and staff access to
Provider’s system, and shall be responsible for the ongoing maintenance of all Equipment and
Hub® Devices installed or otherwise provided under the Agreement.

3. Facility Commissions. Unless a different rate is expressly stated for specific sales or
services, the Facility will earn a commission rate of 50% on commissary sales (net of sales tax)
and a commission rate of 45% on inmate services sales (E-Mail/SMS/Video Visitation/Picture
Mail/Mp3)(net of sales tax; excluding inmate telephone, which is invoiced separately). The
commission payments shall begin to accrue in first month after execution of this Amendment.

4. No Other Changes. Unless specifically modified herein, all of the terms and conditions of
the Agreement remain in full force and effect.
